OUT OF ZONE ENROLMENTS Ð SPECIAL BALLOT 
Riverhead School Board of Trustees advises that a number of vacancies have become available for 
Years 0 – 5 for out of zone enrolments for Terms 3 and 4 2010 and Term 1 2011. Because the Board 
operates an enrolment scheme, it is required to fill any vacant ‘out of zone’ enrolments by ballot in cases 
where there are more applications for enrolment than there are places available. 
We wish to notify parents that applications for ‘out of zone’ enrolments close on August 27th 2010. If the 
number of applications exceeds the number of spaces available, a ballot will be held on 30th August

“The Southbound lanes of the Southern Motorway (SH1) will be closed for a maximum of 36 hours from 
5pm Saturday September 4 between Gillies Ave and Greenlane. The closure will enable the switch to 
the new southbound Newmarket Viaduct in time for the Monday morning commute.

This single weekend closure and opening of the new bridge will allow us to 
open the fourth southbound motorway lane from the city to Greenlane by early 2011, reducing journey 
times and peak hour frustrations for regular commuters, and providing an improved driving experience 
for all Aucklanders”.

EARLY RELEASE PROCEDURES
