SCHOOL POOL UPDATE

The major repairs to the filtration system are nearing completion.
This means that (providing all goes according to plan) students will
be swimming from next week. They will be told in their classes
when they should bring their togs.

Keys will be on sale from 8.15am on Wednesday 3" December —
they can be used from Saturday 6™ December. They will cost $150
each with a key bond refund of $20 when the key is returned in
April. This works out to little over $1 per day to have a key and
please bear in mind that the money raised by sales to the school
community does not even begin to cover the costs of keeping the pool open during this time.
Many schools now opt to shut their pools over the holiday period due to vandalism problems
and the cost of maintaining the pool (chemicals and staff). Despite chronic vandalism
problems last year the Board of Trustees wish to keep this community facility open, however
there will be very strict rules this season and failure to adhere to these will result in loss of
rights to hold a key. Please note the following important information:

e Keys will only be available to families with children who currently attend Riverhead
School, staff members, and members of the Board.

e  Numbers will be limited to 60 keys. The numbers are limited purely to ensure the
filtration system can work effectively and the chemical levels remain relatively
constant.

e Sorry the office is not able to create a ‘waiting list’, it will be first in first served once
they go on sale.

e The pool will be closed for repairs and maintenance between 24" December and 3™
January.

e The pool will be open for use by public keyholders during the following times only:

4.30pm to 8.00pm each school weekday
9.00am to 8.00 each weekend and school holidays

¢  We will require key purchasers to form a cleaners roster, if you are interested in
helping out in this capacity the duties are very light, and full information is
available from the school office.
